PLAYER  REGISTRATION  SESSIONS 
     The SIBL will hold two public registration sessions for players for the 2010 
baseball season on the following dates at the Swansea School 
Administration Building located at the intersection of Main Street and 
DŀǊŘƴŜǊΩǎ bŜŎƪ wƻŀŘ (across the street from the Swansea Dam) : 

Thursday, February 11 
Thursday, February 25 

     Both sessions will be held from 6:30 to 8 p.m. and will service both new 
registrants as well as renewal registrants (players who competed in the SIBL 
during the 2009 season and who are age-eligible to return this year). Boys 
and girls born on or between May 1, 1997, and April 30, 2006, will be 
eligible to compete in the SIBL during the 2010 season. 
     All registrants must be accompanied by a parent or guardian, must 
present proof of birth, and must pay the SIBL’s player participation fee for 
the 2010 season ($65 for Instructional Division players and $85 for all 
others). Residents of any community are eligible to register.

Download one or more 
copies of the player registration form, fill out the form(s), and return 
it/them by mail to the SIBL at P.O. Box 141 in Swansea 02777.

2010 SIBL Code of Conduct 

I therefore pledge to be responsible for my words and actions while attending, coaching, officiating or 

participating in a SIBL youth sports event and shall conform my behavior to the following code of conduct: 

1. I will not engage in unsportsmanlike conduct with any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any 

other attendee. 

2. I will not encourage my child, or any other person, to engage in unsportsmanlike conduct with any coach, 

parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee. 

3. I will not engage in any behavior which would endanger the health, safety or well being of any coach, 

parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee. 

4. I will not encourage my child, or any other person, to engage in any behavior which would endanger the 

health, safety or well being of any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee. 

5. I will not use drugs or alcohol while at a youth sports event and will not attend, coach, officiate or 

participate in a youth sports event while under the influence of drugs or alcohol. 

6. I will not permit my child, or encourage any other person, to use drugs or alcohol at a youth sports event 

and will not permit my child, or encourage any other person, to attend, coach, officiate or participate in a 

youth sports event while under the influence of drugs or alcohol. 

7. I will not engage in the use of profanity. 

8. I will not encourage my child, or any other person, to engage in the use of profanity. 

9. I will treat any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee with respect regardless of 

race, creed, color, national origin, sex, sexual orientation or ability. 

10. I will encourage my child to treat any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee with 

respect regardless of race, creed, color, national origin, sex, sexual orientation or ability. 

11. I will not engage in verbal or physical threats or abuse aimed at any coach, parent, player, participant, 

official or any other attendee. 

12. I will not encourage my child, or any other person, to engage in verbal or physical threats or abuse aimed at 

any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee. 

13. I will not initiate a fight or scuffle with any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee. 

14. I will not encourage my child, or any other person, to initiate a fight or scuffle with any coach, parent, 

player, participant, official or any other attendee. 

I hereby agree that if I fail to conform my conduct to the foregoing while attending, coaching, officiating or 

participating in a youth sports event I will be subject to disciplinary action, including but not limited to the 

following in any order or combination: 

1. Verbal warning issued by a league official. 

2. Immediate ejection from a SIBL sports event issued by a league official. 

3. Suspension from multiple SIBL sports events, after SIBL Executive board review.  

4. Season suspension or multiple season suspension issued after SIBL Executive board review.
